PONDERING

I am sitting at my desk, half way through the
saga known as Ash Wednesday, wondering as
always why Ash Wednesday works.

By all accounts Ash Wednesday should be a
failure but clearly is not. Never in human his-
tory has there been a generation more con-
sumed with cleanliness and looking good. To
send out an invitation to today’s people to
come to church to be smudged with dirt so that
everyone who meets you will know that you
are a sinner and need to turn your life around
is on the surface preposterous. Consult any
advertising agency and run Ash Wednesday
by them and they will tell you that you are on
the wrong track; go back to the drawing board
and come up with a better idea.

Worldly wisdom says that Ash Wednesday
cannot work. Experience says otherwise. I
think Ash Wednesday works for the same rea-
son that people flocked to hear John The Bap-
tist tell them to “Repent!” All of us, when we
dare to slow down and take an honest inven-
tory of our lives, realize that we have under-
performed. We have left good undone; we
have added to the darkness.

There is a wonderful preachers story about a
second grade teacher who is trying to teach her
class about good and evil. She tells the class
that all the good people are green and all the
bad people are orange. Then she proceeds to
ask the children what color they think they are.
Predictably most of the class proclaims them-
selves to be green; a few color themselves or-
ange. Little Sally keeps hesitating and won’t
come up with an answer. The teacher, running
out of patience, gives Sally one last chance to
announce her color. Sally forced to reply,
thinks for one or two more seconds and finally
says, “Spotty.” What a great answer. None of
us are all good or all bad. We are spotty.

Lent is a gift from God and the Church
through the liturgy to try to get rid of our
spotty behavior. We can be better wives and
husbands, better sons and daughters, better
brothers and sisters. We can be better believers,
better friends, and better workers. It is my sin-
cere wish and prayer that all of us can believe,
as God does, that we can make progress in our
lives. May we journey together through the
Lenten desert and with hearts contrite and
humble arrive at Easter ready to receive the
tflood of God’s grace and love.

Lenten Fast and Abstinence Regulations
Church law requires abstinence from meat on
Ash Wednesday and the Fridays of Lent (for
those 14 and older). Also, Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday are fast days: those between the
ages of 18 and 59 should eat less, meaning, take
no solid food between meals and only one full
meal that day. Serious reasons such as one’s
health can excuse a person from these rules.
Pastors and parents are encouraged by the law
of the Church to see to it that minors who are
not bound by the law of fast and abstinence are
educated in an authentic sense of penance.
Following the implementation of the revised
Code of Canon Law on November 27, 1983, the
National Conference of Catholic Bishops in the
United States determined that the rules of fast
and abstinence that have existed for the last
several years in this country be maintained;
namely, that the faithful must observe suitable
penitential practices on all Fridays throughout
the year. These penitential practices need not
include abstaining from meat. However, as in-
dicated above, the faithful must not eat meat
on all the Fridays of Lent as well as on Ash
Wednesday. They must also observe faithfully
the fast regulations as they have been stated
above in accord with the universal law of the
Church. (Cf. Code of Canon Law, Canons 1250-
1252.)
