
EVERYTHING YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT THE CONFIRMATION 
CEREMONY: 
 
*Confirmation Rehearsal TBS - Candidates and Sponsors are required to attend.   Parents 
do not need to attend (time: approx. 1 hour) 
 
*Confirmation on Saturday, TBS.  - Candidates should gather in the parish hall no 
later than 9:30 a.m. and sponsors should take their seats. (time: approx. 1 hour) 
 
Dress Code: 
Candidates should dress as they would for any special occasion. (A shirt and tie for the 
young men and a dress, skirt or dress slacks for the young women.).  Suits are not 
required for the young men.  Flip-flops, sneakers, halter-tops, low cut or tight tank 
tops, sundresses, or short skirts are not appropriate. Traditionally, red is the color 
for Confirmation – we encourage you to incorporate this color into your attire for the 
evening. A boutonnière or corsage has been ordered for each candidate. 
 
Seating: 
There will be reserved seating for the candidate and sponsor only.  Family and friends 
may sit elsewhere in the church. There are  80 candidates being confirmed and the 
church holds 650 people. We ask that your family consider these numbers when inviting 
family and friends. 
 
Special Notes: 
Please notify the Religious Formation office if there are any special needs (ie: wheelchair 
seating etc.)  We also need to know if you’ve invited any clergy. 
 
Photographs are not allowed during the service.  
Videotaping is allowed from the BALCONY ONLY. 
 
The clergy will be available for photographs at the reception following the liturgy.
